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HOST CONFERENCE AGREEMENT 

BETWEEN

THE UNITED NATIONS AS REPRESENTED BY 

THE UNITED NATIONS HUMAN SETTLEMENTS PROGRAMME 

AND

THE GOVERNMENT OF [INSERT COUNTRY]

Considering that the United Nations Commission on Human Settlements requested, in its resolution 18/5 of 16 February 2001, the promotion of a merger of the Urban Environment [insert type of event] and the International [insert type of event] on Urban Poverty into a new Urban [insert type of event], with a view to strengthening the coordination of international support to the implementation of the Habitat Agenda; 


Considering that the United Nations General Assembly, in its resolution 56/206 of 21 December 2001, transformed the United Nations Commission on Human Settlements into the Governing Council of the United Nations Human Settlements Programme (“UN-Habitat”) as a subsidiary organ of the General Assembly, and the United Nations Centre for Human Settlements into the United Nations Human Settlements Programme Secretariat, has decided that the [insert event] (hereinafter referred to as the “[insert type of event”) [insert reason for the event];

The United Nations represented by UN-Habitat and the Government of [insert Country] (hereinafter collectively referred to as the “Parties” and individually as the “Party”), have entered into this Host Conference Agreement and hereby agree to as follows: 

ARTICLE I
Place and date of the [insert type of event] 

1. The [insert type of event] shall take place in the City of [insert city], [insert Country] from the [insert dd/mm/yy] to [insert dd/mm/yy].

2. The Government and the [insert acronym of partner] shall work in partnership with UN-Habitat to create momentum towards the [insert type of event] as a valued platform to [insert reason for the event]. 

ARTICLE II
Participation in the [insert type of event]
1. Participation in the [insert type of event]shall be open, according to the appointment or invitation that may be made by the UN-Habitat Executive Director, to the participation of:

(a) Member States of the Governing Council of UN-Habitat; 

(b) Member States of the United Nations and any of its Specialized Agencies; 

(c) Entities that have received a permanent invitation to participate as observers in the session of the General Assembly; 

(d) Local authorities and other UN-Habitat Agenda partners; 

(e) Intergovernmental Organizations having received a standing invitation to participate as observers in the sessions and the work of the General Assembly and other Intergovernmental Organizations designated on an ad hoc or continuous basis by the ECOSOC; 

(f) Officials of the Specialized Agencies of the United Nations, and of the International Atomic Energy Agency; 

(g) Officials of the United Nations; 

(h) Eminent personalities and experts with special links to sustainable urban development and other persons invited by the UN-Habitat Executive Director and the host country; and

(i) Non-Governmental Organizations and other persons invited by UN-Habitat or organizations with particular expertise or experience in sustainable urban development.
2. The Executive Director of UN-Habitat shall designate officials of the United Nations assigned to attend the [insert type of event] in order to provide services therein. 

3. The United Nations shall, to the extent possible, inform invited participants to register at least three months prior to the [insert type of event] in order to provide adequate lead time for them to make travel arrangements and to obtain necessary travel documents and visas. Participants who register shall be encouraged to seek visas as early as possible.

4. The public meetings of the [insert type of event] shall be accessible to media representatives accredited to the [insert type of event]. 

ARTICLE III
Premises and equipment

1. The [insert acronym of partner] shall, at no cost to the United Nations, provide the necessary premises including conference and office space and other facilities in the city of [insert city], [insert Country] for the holding of the [insert type of event] as determined by the Arrangement Agreement between UN-Habitat and the [insert acronym of partner.
ARTICLE IV
Availability of the premises

1. The premises, other than the office space, referred to in article 3, paragraph 1 above shall be handed over to the authority of the United Nations not less than 24 hours prior to the opening of the [insert type of event] and shall remain under the authority and control of the United Nations as specified in Article 6, paragraph 2 of the present Agreement until 48 hours after the closing of the [insert type of event] for the preparation and closing of all matters connected with the [insert type of event].  

2. The premises referred to in Article 3, paragraph 1 above shall remain at the disposal of the United Nations 24 hours a day throughout the duration of the [insert type of event]. 

ARTICLE V
[Insert type of event] communications, web sites and outreach activities

1. In all public information and [insert type of event]-related materials and in media and press releases and briefings related to the [insert type of event], the Government and the [insert acronym of partner shall use the officially recognized name of the [insert type of event], i.e., The [insert type of event].

2. The official logo may be reproduced in color according to the specifications provided by the United Nations or in black and white. The name of the Government, the official logo of the [insert type of event], the European Union logo, the City council of [insert city], and the Campania Region logo may also be used in addition to the name and logo of UN-Habitat in all [insert type of event]-related public information material and in press releases and briefings.  The United Nations and Government and the [insert acronym of partner shall coordinate and agree on the manner in which the relevant name and logos shall be displayed.   

3. The United Nations flag shall be prominently displayed at the entrance to the [insert type of event] premises from the opening day until its end, in accordance with United Nations practice, and may be displayed at other designated places as agreed by the Government and the United Nations. 

4. All official information concerning the various meetings at the [insert type of event] will be made available on the internet website maintained by the United Nations.

ARTICLE VI
Police protection

1. The Government shall furnish, at its expense, such police protection as may be required to ensure an atmosphere of safety and security and tranquility, free from interference of any kind. Such police service shall be under the direct supervision and control of a senior officer to be designated by the Government and shall assume the security of the areas adjacent to the [insert type of event] premises as defined in Article 3 paragraph 1 above. The senior officer shall work in close cooperation with the Security Liaison Officer designated by the United Nations for this purpose. 

2. The [insert type of event] premises as defined in Article 3, paragraph 1 above, shall be deemed to constitute the premises of the United Nations in the sense of section 3 of the Convention on Immunities and Privileges of the United Nations and access thereto and security therein shall be under the authority and control of the United Nations. It shall be under the direct authority of a designated official of the United Nations Department of Safety and Security (UNDSS), who will work in close cooperation with the senior security officer provided by the Government. The modalities of cooperation between the UNDSS, designated senior official and the Government’s senior security officer will be agreed upon in a separate document to be attached as Annex 1 to this agreement.

ARTICLE VII
Liability

1. The Government shall assume responsibility for  any action, claim, complaint or other demand against  the United Nations or its officials with respect to the [insert type of event] arising out of: 

(a) Injury to persons or damage to or loss of property in the premises referred to in Article 3 that are provided by, or are under the control of the Government; 

(b) Injury to persons or damage to or loss of property caused by, or incurred in using, the transport services that are provided by or are under the control of the Government; and 

(c) The employment of the personnel for the purposes of the [insert type of event] under Article 9. 

2. The Government shall indemnify and hold harmless the United Nations and its officials in respect of any such action, claim or other demand except where it is agreed by the United Nations and the Government that the claim or liability arises from the gross negligence or willful misconduct on the part of the personnel of the United Nations. 
ARTICLE VII
Privileges and Immunities

1. The Convention on the Privileges and Immunities of the United Nations (hereinafter referred to as the “Convention”) adopted by the General Assembly on 13 February 1946, to which [insert Country] is a Party, shall be applicable in respect of the [insert type of event]. In particular, the representatives of States and of the intergovernmental organs referred to in Article 2 paragraph 1 (a) and (b) of the present Agreement shall enjoy the privileges and immunities provided under Article IV of the Convention. The officials of the United Nations performing functions in connection with the [insert type of event] referred to in Article 2, paragraph 1 (g) and 2 of this Agreement shall enjoy the privileges and immunities provided under Articles V and VII of the Convention and any experts on mission for the United Nations in connection with the [insert type of event] and in particular those referred to in Article 2 paragraph 1 (h) of this Agreement, shall enjoy the privileges and immunities provided under Articles VI and VII of the Convention. 
2. The representatives or observers referred to in Article 2, paragraph 1 (c), (d), (e) and (i) of this Agreement shall enjoy immunity from legal process in respect of words spoken or written and any act performed by them in connection with their participation in the [insert type of event]. 

3. The personnel provided by the Government under Article 9 of this Agreement shall enjoy immunity from legal process in respect of words spoken or written and any act performed by them in their official capacity in connection with the [insert type of event]. 

4. Representatives of specialized and related agencies of the United Nations referred to in Article 2, paragraph 1 (f) of this Agreement, shall enjoy the privileges and immunities provided for in the Convention on the Privileges and Immunities of the specialized Agencies or the Agreement on the Privileges and Immunities of the International Atomic Energy Agency as appropriate. 

5. Without prejudice to the preceding paragraphs of the present Article, all persons performing functions in connection with the [insert type of event] including those referred to in Article 9 and all those invited to the [insert type of event] shall enjoy the privileges, immunities and facilities necessary for the independent exercise of their functions in connection with the [insert type of event]. 

6. All persons referred to in Article 2 shall have the right of unimpeded entry into and exit from [insert Country], and no impediment shall be imposed on their transit to and from the conference area. They shall be granted facilities for speedy travel. Visas and entry permits, where required, shall be granted free of charge, as speedily as possible and not later than two weeks before the date of the opening of the [insert type of event], provided that the application for the visa is made at least three weeks before the opening of the [insert type of event]. If the application is made late, the visa shall be granted not later than three days from the receipt of the application. Arrangements shall also be made to ensure that visas for the duration of the [insert type of event] are delivered at the airport of arrival to those who are unable to obtain them prior to their arrival. Exit permits, where required, shall be granted free of charge, as speedily as possible and in any case not later than three days before the closing of the [insert type of event].

7. For the purpose of the Convention, the [insert type of event] premises specified in Article 3, paragraph 1 of this Agreement shall be deemed to constitute premises of the United Nations in the sense of section 3 of the Convention and access thereto shall be subject to the authority and control of the United Nations. The premises shall be inviolable for the duration of the [insert type of event], including the preparatory stage and the winding-up. 

8. The Government shall allow the temporary importation and return tax-free and duty-free, of all exhibition materials for all Exhibitors, as well as UN-Habitat, equipment, including technical equipment accompanying representatives of information media, and shall waive import and export duties and taxes on supplies necessary for the [insert type of event]. It shall issue without delay any necessary import and export permits for this purpose, and shall allow tax-free sale of all UN-Habitat products during the [insert type of event]. 

9. All persons referred to in Article 2, above, shall have the right to take out of [insert Country] at the time of their departure, without any restriction, any unexpended portion of the funds they brought in to [insert Country].

ARTICLE IX
Local Personnel for the [insert type of event]
1. The Government shall appoint an official who shall act as a liaison officer between the Government and the United Nations and shall be responsible, in consultation with the Executive Director of UN-Habitat or a person designated by him, for carrying out the administrative and personnel arrangements for the [insert type of event] as required under this Agreement.

2. This arrangement is further detailed in the separate Agreement with the [insert acronym of partner.

ARTICLE X
Financial Arrangements

1. The organizational, logistical and financial arrangements for the [insert type of event] will be provided for in the Arrangement Agreement concluded with the [insert acronym of partner. 

ARTICLE XII
Settlement of disputes
1. Any dispute between the United Nations and the Government concerning the interpretation or application of this Agreement that is not settled by negotiation or other agreed mode of settlement, shall be referred at the request of either Party for final decision to a tribunal of three arbitrators, one to be named by the Secretary General of the United Nations, one to be named by the Government and the third, who shall be the chairperson, to be chosen by the first two; if either Party fails to appoint an arbitrator within 60 days of the appointment by the other Party, or if these two arbitrators should fail to agree on the third arbitrator within 60 days of their appointment, the President of the International Court of Justice may make any necessary appointments at the request of either Party. However, any such dispute that involves a question regulated by the Convention on the Privileges and Immunities of the United Nations shall be dealt with in accordance with Section 30 of that Convention.

ARTICLE XII
Annexes

1. The Annexes to this Agreement shall form an integral part hereof and, unless expressly provided otherwise, a reference to this Agreement constitutes, at the same time, a reference to any Annex hereto.  The exact numbers of the items listed in the Annexes may be subject to minor modifications in the period immediately before the [insert type of event] but shall not vary by more than five percent of the quantity specified in the Annexes.

ARTICLE XIII
Final provisions

1. The present Agreement shall enter into force immediately upon signature by the Parties and shall remain in force for the duration of the [insert type of event] and for such a period thereafter as necessary for all matters relating to any of its provisions be settled.

2. The present Agreement may be modified by written agreement between UN-Habitat and the Government.

ANNEX I
MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

FOR 
SECURITY COOPERATION
BETWEEN
THE UNITED NATIONS AS REPRESENTED BY 

THE UNITED NATIONS HUMAN SETTLEMENTS PROGRAMME
AND

1.
This Memorandum of Understanding should be read in conjunction with the Agreement between the United Nations and the Government of [insert Country] (hereinafter referred to as "the Host Country") regarding the arrangements for [insert type of event] (“insert acronym of the event”) of the United Nations Human Settlements Programme (UN-Habitat) to be held in the city of [insert city], [insert Country] between  [insert dates] signed by the United Nations and the Government  of [insert Country] on [insert date].This Agreement, (hereinafter referred to as the "Conference Agreement"), states in Article 7: 
“The Government shall furnish, at its expense, such police and security protection as may be required to ensure an atmosphere of safety and security and tranquillity, free from interference of any kind. Such police security service shall be under the direct supervision and control of a senior officer to be designated by the Government and shall assume the security of the areas adjacent to the [insert type of event] premises as defined in Article 3 paragraph 1 above. The senior officer shall work in close cooperation with the Event Security Coordinator (ESC) designated by the United Nations for this purpose; 
Inside the [insert type of event] premises as defined in Article 3, paragraph 1 above, shall be deemed to constitute the premises of the United Nations in the sense of section 3 of the Convention on Immunities and Privileges of the United Nations and access thereto and security therein shall be under the authority and control of the United Nations. It shall be under the direct authority of an official of the United Nations Department of Safety and Security (UNDSS) who will work in close cooperation with the senior security officer designated and provided by the Government. The modalities of cooperation between the UNDSS designated official and the Government’s senior security officer will be in a separate coordinated document (the Security Plan).

2.
Where there is a conflict between the Conference Agreement and this Memorandum, the Conference Agreement shall prevail. 
3.
In order to develop the content of the Conference Agreement into a security operational framework, the UNDSS, acting as the primary providers of security on behalf of [insert acronym of the event] for the specified area in which the meeting shall take place, and the Host Country authorities have reached the following major understanding that will facilitate the preparation and execution of an operational Security Plan. 
(a) The Chief of the UNDSS-[insert country] will represent UN-Habitat and the Secretary of the Conference as needed. The Government of [insert Country] shall designate a Senior Security Officer (hereinafter referred to as "SSO") to act as the representative;
(b) Both designated officers will work in conjunction for the preparation of a Security Plan. The Security Plan will describe in detail the Security coverage of insert acronym of the event] which is regarded as a joint operation of both UNDSS and the Host Country's authorities;
(c)
Although it is understood that the United Nations is in full control of the specified areas inside of the premises deemed as extraterritorial, any major security-related situation that could affect the normal development of the Conference shall be evaluated in conjunction with the Host Country authorities and recommendations thereof will be submitted to the Secretary of the Conference for eventual decision. The only exception will be the break out of a fire emergency, where the Fire and Evacuation Plan for the premises will apply and the Local Fire Department will take over the fire response operations.  
4. 
For the purpose of the Convention on the Privileges and Immunities of the United Nations adopted by the General Assembly on 13 February 1946, the Conference premises shall be deemed to constitute premises of the United Nations in the sense of Section 3 of the Convention and access thereto shall be subject to the authority and control of the United Nations. The premises shall be inviolable for the duration of the Conference, including the preparatory stage and the winding-up. As agreed, the Conference Centre and its surrounding compound will be considered premises of the United Nations during the period stated in paragraph 8 below. The Host Country authorities will provide assistance on the following tasks:  
(a)
Human resources; 

(b)
Management of security operations and liaison with the UNDSS designated Event Security Coordinator;

(c) 
Perimeter security and surveillance of neighbouring area Communications; 

(d)
VIP protection (UN-Habitat will provide by-name list of VIPs by Diplomatic Note);

(e)
Support Operations (bomb-sweeping/disposal, Fire and Safety and Medical support).  
5.
While this delineation of responsibility formally allocates accountability, it does not preclude request from either party to this Memorandum of Understanding for security assistance within their respective defined areas of responsibility. 

Chain of Command

6. 
[insert country] Police and Security Liaison Officers working within the United Nations defined area will remain under the operational command of the [insert country] Security Official (BSO) or his/her designated delegate/s. The [insert country] SSO will however work in close cooperation with the United Nations ESC to perform all security tasks. The security personnel forming part of the joint operation, especially those operating within the defined area of the UN security area will wear appropriate attire. Private security officers that might be provided by the [insert country] Government will work under the operational direction of the UN ESO and will also be duly accredited.  
7.
 The Security Plan will include a staffing table allocating duties and responsibilities to individual security officers. This table may be amended as needed by mutual consent of each party. 

Handover of responsibility

8. 
The United Nations DO will assume formal responsibility for the defined area at 00:01 on [insert date] [24 hours before commencement of Conference]. Responsibility for these areas will formally revert to the [insert country] SSO at ……………… [Date: after closure of the Conference] or at a time to be mutually agreed depending of the needs of the [insert acronym of the event]. At all times prior, during and after the holding of the meeting, the [insert country]   Security Forces will provide sufficient security officers to ensure the efficient functioning of the Conference in an atmosphere of security and tranquillity free from interference of any kind.  
Liaison

9.
The [insert country] SSO will provide as many liaison officers as necessary to deal with the shared functions. These liaison officers will coordinate their actions with designated United Nations ESC.  
10.
UNDSS will establish its Headquarters in the United Nations Office designated for this purpose inside the Conference Centre. The [insert country] SSO may join this office or occupy one to be allocated to him and his team inside the Conference Centre. Coordination meetings will take place in either facility, by mutual agreement and according to need, but at least daily.  

Firearms

11.
The United Nations security officers, in the discharge of their duties may carry their official side arms, which will have been imported to the Conference Centre in accordance with the [insert country] regulations. All UN security officers so armed will have completed the UN Statutory firearms test. When not being carried, the firearms will be kept in safe custody in the UN Security Office in a suitable security storage provided by the [insert country] authorities. The United Nations Security will abide by the current United Nations regulations on the use of Physical Force and deadly Physical Force. The [insert country] Security Officers working inside the United Nations premises will wear firearms and will use their firearms to respond to an emergency and to neutralize a risk or an imminent risk in accordance to national laws.  

Crisis Management

12. From the beginning to the end of the event a crisis cell formed by representatives of both parties will be ready to be activated. Both parties undertake to work cooperatively to minimize threats to life and property. Irrespective of the number of members of this crisis cell, the decisions adopted will be the outcome of a consensus. The UN ESC will submit the Crisis Cell recommendations to the Secretary of the Conference, who will decide on the course of action if the crisis affects UN extraterritorial areas. 

Secure communications

13. Both parties agree to accept the right of each party to establish and run secure communications at the Conference complex during the meeting and to allow such secure communication to operate without interference, in any manner, from either party.

Security of the United Nations Secretary-General of the UN and others

14. The [insert country] SSO undertakes to provide reasonable assistance to the United Nations ESC in the provision of close protection to VIPs attending the Conference, and in particular to the United Nations Secretary-General while in [insert Country] as well as escort services to other key United Nations officials by mutual agreement. A Diplomatic Note will be forwarded by UN-Habitat identifying by-name the VIPs.

VIP and Delegates Reception

15. Both parties agree to work cooperatively to ensure an appropriate reception for all VIPs visiting or attending the Conference. The [insert country] SSO is required to assist appropriate United Nations security and protocol officials to gain reasonable access to all areas at the [insert country airport] International Airport in order to facilitate the reception of VIPs and delegations.  

Lost and found office

16. The UN Security Office will act as Lost and Found bureau. Any property not claimed at the end of the Conference will be handed over to the United Nations ESC and Host Country security focal point, for further decision.  

Issuing of Conference Badges

17. All persons entering the premises of the United Nations will have to be accredited and wear a UN badge at all times while inside the premises. The United Nations will be responsible for the production and issuance of all passes to the Conference, and all other forms of identity required for access to the [insert type of event] and associated facilities. The [insert country] SSO undertakes to honour all United Nations Passes in accordance with individual advisory notices issued for each pass. The proposed United Nations Conference badges samples will be included in a booklet that will be provided to the [insert country] authorities. Information on participants having the right to be accredited to the [insert event] Conference will be, upon special request, facilitated to the [insert country] authorities.  

Safety issues

18. The [insert country] SSO will guarantee that the totality of the Conference facilities meet the national fire and safety standards. At the same time the [insert country] SSO will provide a copy of the Evacuation Plan, to the United Nations ESC. Both parties will work together in the preparation and execution of a fire drill prior to the opening day. A United Nations Security Staff member will be nominated to act as liaison for fire, safety and support services coordination along with a counterpart from the [insert country] side. This UN staff member will, inter-alia, have access to the Conference Centre Security Control Centre and will interact with its duty Security Operator.  

Cooperation with the Conference Centre

Private Security Company

19. The United Nations ESC will work in cooperation with the head of any private security company that runs routine operations at the Conference Centre, to identify the support functions that this company and its members will fulfil during the holding of the Conference. At no time will the head of the private security company and its members undertake security decisions that could affect the normal development of the Conference without the consent of the United Nations ESC. Members of the private company will be accredited to the meeting and as specified above, will be issued and have to wear, authorized UN badges. All security personnel will have a badge identifying them as such.

Handover of Detained People
20. In the event that United Nations Security staff detains any individual within the United Nations defined area, a report will be prepared and submitted to the [insert country] SSO. Based upon this report and any relevant information, the [insert country] SSO may request that the detained person be handed over to the responsible [insert country] security authorities. The United Nations Security retains discretion as to whether, and as to the manner in which, such request is granted. The [insert country] ESC undertakes to keep the United Nations SSO informed of all legal processes taken against an individual handed over to the [insert country]   authorities by the United Nations Security.  

Threat Assessment
21. The [insert country] SSO will provide prior to the opening of the Meeting and on a timely basis during the Conference, with a threat assessment document first on a national evaluation and then on a local one, that will serve as the basis for the fine-tuning or eventual changes and/or reinforcement of the security measures put in place for the unhindered holding of the Meeting.  

Security Plan

22. The United Nations ESC and the [insert country] SSO will work cooperatively in the preparation of a comprehensive Security Plan. The Security Plan will be the framework upon which all security related tasks will be executed and Annexes covering each subject in detail will be attached to the main body of the document.  

23. For the purpose of the preparation of the Security Plan, the following are the assigned responsibilities of the United Nations Security and Safety Service. The United Nations ESC will receive the support and assistance of the [insert country] SSO and his/her delegates for the shaping up of each one of these tasks. 

(a)
Operations at the Accreditation area: 
(i) 
Supervision of the set up of the accreditation area; 

(ii) Definition of security coverage of accreditation area and its accesses; 

(iii) Support services for accrediting entities; and 

(iv) 
Direct supervision of badge issuing process and other accreditation products. 

(b)
Operations at the Conference Centre include: 

(i) 
Manning of the UN Security Office and coordination with the conference control centre and with the [insert country] Security Control Room;

(ii) Supervision of access control points to the Conference Centre (this will include x-ray machines and scanners);

(iii) Supervision of access control points to the UN defined areas; 


(iv) 
General surveillance of the Conference rooms and related areas with patrols; 

(iv) Access control to and static surveillance of main and other meeting rooms; 

(v) Night shift; and 

(vi) Coordination of support services (bomb sweeping, fire and safety and medics). 

(Note: The Conference Centre must have 24x7 security inside (UN responsibility) and outside ([insert country] responsibility).

Other Operations include:

(i) 
Honour Guard and other protocol activities for opening and closing sessions; 

(iv) Support operations;


(iii) 
Coordination of VIP protection. 
24. The following are the responsibilities assigned to the Host Country that can be encompassed within the framework of the joint security operation, irrespective of the rest of the tasks that the Host Country will necessarily have to undertake outside this framework to comply with paragraph 7 of this Memorandum of Understanding and which may or may not be included in this security plan.

Functions to be included in the Security Plan:  


(i)
Vehicle access control to the neighbouring of the Conference Centre; 


(ii)
Access of so-designated VIP vehicles to the Conference;

(iii) 
Vehicle parking areas to be closed; 


(iv)
Vehicle deliveries to be checked outside and authorized during the period of 06H00-08H00; 

(v) Support operations for the VIP protection; 

(vi) Organization of the VIP convoys and escort and VIP related extraordinary security measures; 

(vii) Support Operations (bomb squad, dog sweeps fire brigade); 

(viii) Protection of hotels where delegates and other participants may lodge;

(ix) 
Safety Operation (first aid, ambulance, medics, doctors, hospital);


(x) Security for transportation of delegates and UN personnel to the venue.

(b)
Functions that may not be included in the Security plan: 

(i)
Public order measures in the vicinity of the Conference site;

(ii) Security of other venues where parallel events may take place;

(iii) 
Coordination with other official government representative or entities.

25. Once completed, the Security Plan will be presented for the approval of the Secretary of the Conference, irrespective of the fact that annexes that will complete the Security Plan may be amended or further developed with new information when needed. 

26. Any conflict between members of the joint operation that could derive during the execution of security tasks will be promptly brought to the attention of the United Nations ESC and to the [insert country] SSO for action.
